e Completed and signed scholarship application

e High school transcript (in sealed envelope from the school)

e Two (2) letters of recommendation -
a. One from your guidance counselor or a teacher
b. One from an individual who has worked with you on a community project

e [ESSAY OF 250 WORDS OR LESS — Please attach a brief description of your community involvement
with details of your community service project(s). Include a description of the impact your service
has had on you.

* Please note that if you have already received a scholarship from the City of Parkland at any time, you
are not eligible for additional scholarships.
* Additionally, only one transcript is needed if applying for multiple scholarships.

All of the above items must be submitted by Friday, February 28, 2025, 4:00 PM to:
